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CALL TO WORSHIP

Psalim 147:1-11, 20c Praise ye the LORD: for it is good to sing praises unto
our God; for it is pleasant; and praise is comely. The LORD doth build
up Jerusalem: he gathereth together the outcasts of Israel. He healeth the
broken in heart, and bindeth up their wounds. He telleth the number
of the stars; he calleth them all by their names. Great is our Lord, and
of great power: his understanding is infinite. The LORD lifteth up the
meek: he casteth the wicked down to the ground. Sing unto the LORD
with thanksgiving; sing praise upon the harp unto our God: Who cov-
ereth the heaven with clouds, who prepareth rain for the earth, who ma-
keth grass to grow upon the mountains. He giveth to the beast his food,
and to the young ravens which cry. He delighteth not in the strength of
the horse: he taketh not pleasure in the legs of a man. The LORD taketh
pleasure in them that fear him, in those that hope in his mercy. He hath
not dealt so with any nation: and as for his judgments, they have not
known them. Praise ye the LORD.

CONFESSION OF SIN

Daniel 9:4-10, 16-19 I prayed to the LORD my God and made confession,
saying, “O Lord, the great and awesome God, who keeps covenant and
steadfast love with those who love him and keep his commandments, we
have sinned and done wrong and acted wickedly and rebelled, turning
aside from your commandments and rules. We have not listened to your
servants the prophets, who spoke in your name to our kings, our princes,
and our fathers, and to all the people of the land. To you, O Lord, belongs
righteousness, but to us open shame, as at this day, to the men of Judah,
to the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and to all Israel, those who are near and
those who are far away, in all the lands to which you have driven them,
because of the treachery that they have committed against you. To us,
O LORD, belongs open shame, to our kings, to our princes, and to our
fathers, because we have sinned against you. To the Lord our God be-
long mercy and forgiveness, for we have rebelled against him “O Lord,
according to all your righteous acts, let your anger and your wrath turn
away from your city Jerusalem, your holy hill, because for our sins, and
for the iniquities of our fathers, Jerusalem and your people have become
a byword among all who are around us. Now therefore, O our God, lis-
ten to the prayer of your servant and to his pleas for mercy, and for your
own sake, O Lord, make your face to shine upon your sanctuary, which
is desolate. O my God, incline your ear and hear. Open your eyes and see
our desolations, and the city that is called by your name. For we do not
present our pleas before you because of our righteousness, but because
of your great mercy. O Lord, hear; O Lord, forgive. O Lord, pay attention
and act. Delay not, for your own sake, O my God, because your city and
your people are called by your name.”

Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom
come. Thy will be done in earth, as it is in heaven. Give us this day our
daily bread. And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors. And
lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil: For thine is the
kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for ever.

ASCENT TO WORSHIP

Psalim 148 Praise ye the LORD. Praise ye the LORD from the heavens:
praise him in the heights. Praise ye him, all his angels: praise ye him, all his
hosts. Praise ye him, sun and moon: praise him, all ye stars of light. Praise
him, ye heavens of heavens, and ye waters that be above the heavens. Let
them praise the name of the LORD: for he commanded, and they were
created. He hath also stablished them for ever and ever: he hath made a
decree which shall not pass. Praise the LORD from the earth, ye dragons,
and all deeps: Fire, and hail; snow, and vapour; stormy wind fulfilling his
word: Mountains, and all hills; fruitful trees, and all cedars: Beasts, and all
cattle; creeping things, and flying fowl: Kings of the earth, and all people;
